“Globalisation” is one of the most commonly used terms in social sciences
today. Some welcome the globalisation process in the form of free trade,
open markets, digitisation, mobile and virtual technologies etc. Others
are more critical towards this process and regard it as a shrinking world
where local differences are steadily eroded and subsumed within a massive
global social order. The “global” is then regarded as a new large and
powerful “region” that can homogenise localities, regions, nation-states,
environments and cultures and bend them to its mighty will. Still others
maintain that the world has also become more horizontally fragmented and
vertically polarised and stratified with “cosmopolitan” people at the top and
“indigenous” people at the bottom.

How does one regard the nation and nationalism within this dynamic
and complex process?

We invited some distinguished researchers to come to Hrafnseyri and
discuss this phenomenon.

It is
the birthplace of Jon Sigurdsson (1811-1879), the principal hero of Iceland’s
struggle for independence in the 19" century. It also houses the Museum
of Jon Sigurdsson. You will not find a better place to study the country’s
struggle for independence, and the concept of a nation and nationalism
in the past, and in the present time of globalisation. The beautiful scenery
of Arnarfjérdur, with its spectacular mountains and deep blue sea, where
you may come across a seal or even a whale, together with the colony
of Common eider ducks and the Arctic terns, makes a perfect and a
picturesque environment in which to study.

In close co-operation with the University Centre of Westfjords in [safjérur,
the Museum of Jon Sigurdsson has arranged summer courses at Hrafnseyri
since 2006. The present five-day course, which took place July 27 — 31
in 2009, introduced participants to concepts, theories and approaches to

24 August, 2013, Hrafnseyri

Most people in Iceland are acquainted with Hrafnseyri for being the
birthplace of Joén Sigurdsson (1811 — 1879), the leader of the Icelandic
independence movement in the 19" century. Many people, however, do
not know that Hrafnseyri is also the birthplace of Hrafn Sveinbjarnarson (d.
1213), from whom the place derives its name. During his lifetime, Hrafn
Sveinbjarnarson was probably the most popular chief in Iceland. He was
a keen traveller and travelled extensively, not only to Scandinavia, but also
to France, Spain, and Italy. Hrafn was the first Icelander to acquire formal
education in medicine. Scholars believe that he studied at the Salerno
school, which was the oldest medical school in Europe, established in the
9" century in Salerno, Italy.

800 years ago, on 4" March, 1213, Hrafn Sveinbjarnarson was executed at
Hrafnseyri by borvaldur from Vatnsfiérdur in lsafjaradardjip. In relation to
the conference, walking tours took place on 22-24" August, where people
followed in the footsteps of borvaldur and his men in 1213, when they
walked from Vatnsfiérdur in [safjardardjip to Hrafnseyri, in order to kill Hrafn
Sveinbjarnarson.

They discovered that our forefathers
were quite good at producing charcoal and iron during the first years of
settlement (around AD 880). The archaeologists also found houses from the
beginning of the 10" century. The result of their excavation can be seen in
the turf house (which houses the café) at Hrafnseyri.

Nine years have passed since the book “The Affective Turn. Theorizing
the Social” (2007) was published; a collection of essays which extended
some of the most productive existing trends in research on the body and
emotions, and opened “new avenues for study...politics’ to quote Michael
Hardt from the foreword of the book.

Since then, many articles and books on affect theory have been written
within various fields of the humanities, the social sciences, and other
disciplines.

Scientists interested in affect have investigated emotional states and the
disturbances they cause in the body and mind. But the study of affect
can also lead to much more general modes of influence, movement and
change, when affect is regarded as a force or an active relation. The turn
to affect signifies for these researchers, a more extensive ontological and
epistemological upheaval than adding emotion to the inventory of social
research topics. It marks a moment of paradigm change. The turn to affect
becomes a decisive shift away from the current conventions of critical
theory, away from research based on discourse, talk and texts, towards
more vitalism, post human and process-based perspectives. The focus of
study is then on “becoming’ and the "“potential”
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
